GUEST SPEAKER - CLUB MEMBER JIM RAYMOND - PERSONAL PROFILE

Jim is the eldest of four children born on 25 July 1955 near Bellingen on a dairy farm —
moved to Port Macquarie when he was 18 months old. Family returned to a Newsagency at
Bellingen — wonderful freedom in the country, riding bikes — Sunday mornings up at 4:00
am to collect the papers from Raleigh, then did a paper round

not bookwork, played League, Tennis, Golf and Cricket and his team managed to sink the
surfboat at Flynn’s Beach due to rough seas....

Worked part time including a milk run (bottled milk in those days), builder’s labourer at
weekends, fishing trawlers (hard work as left at 4:00 am) and experienced all weather
conditions....

1973 - First full time position was with the CBC Bank at Port, transferred to Rose Bay,
Sydney in 1975 where he met Carmel who was also from Bellingen, her father being the
baker at Urunga — resisted briefly and transferred back to Bellingen then 1977 transferred
to Cudal. Resigned and joined Public Works in Orange and we moved to Orange and
bought a small federation cottage which we renovated with tender loving care.

The Department of Public Works has had many name changes over the past 32 years — as
of last week is now the Department of Services, Technology and Administration but us “old
timers” still call it the Department of Public Works. I began as a clerical officer then
promoted to Bathurst as the Contracts Clerk. This meant travelling to Bathurst every day
— winters very dangerous with black ice on the roads and we finally moved to Bathurst for a
short period only.

1981 Carmel completed her nurses training and our first child, Melissa was born followed
by a brother — family moved to Bathurst and Sarah arrived.

In 1988 we moved to Tamworth and built a new house at Oxley Vale — some 12 years later
we sold and moved to our current older home and the renovation bug took hold again.

2003 I was promoted to Project Manager working at Bingara, Warialda and Tingha and
various other projects amount to $42M to date.

Once children grown up we have started to travel....

2005 — Perth then Victoria, South Australia and returned via Broken Hill

2007 — Alice Springs

2008 - Overseas — two days in Dubai at 56° - left Tamworth in winter — quite a contrast —
visited Ireland, England, Scotland and Wales, Paris and Italy.

2009 - New Zealand to meet Melissa’s fiancé, Jamie’s parents — wedding in September
